DDS: What are the main projects you are proud of?

AFROLUSO: Afroluso is proud of its military, hospitals
and universities installations, integrating access control
and CCTV, and trusts that DDS' new Time & Attendance
module will answer the need of the local market.

AFROLUSO: DDS has always provided a very good support
on all levels (commercial technical and marketing) and
is an example of innovation. DDS strength lies in the
integration of the different security disciplines, the
customization of the projects and the integration with
third party equipments.
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DDS ON THE TRACKS

The Metro of Canton is trusting DDS’ management
of accesses and alarms, for the light rail system in
construction.

The city of Canton, also known as Guanzhou, is the
third largest in China. It boasts a new metro infrastructure,
with the obvious benefits of reducing congestion and
pollution. The metro system, which uses some of the
latest light-rail technology, is a model for a completely
integrated project.

DDS provides a security solution customised to the
specific needs of the modern railway transport, which
transfers real-time access and alarm

information between the stations, the

functions rooms and the control

centre. The completely integrated

project is a model of modernity

and security, calling for the

highest standards. DDS is being

integrated into the metro

management supervisor (from

Beijing Hollysys Company), via

Modbus IP.

The management of the security of

the metro call for experts, as the metro

line serves 28 stations spread over 43 km. DDS'
solution is based on Amadeus 5 and 600 TPL
controllers that supervise the access of 10,000 card
holders, through the 1,500 doors of the installation,
even in case of fire and terror attacks.

The magnitude of the project was only the first challenge
to meet, DDS had to provide custom-made solutions
for the metro's extremely demanding environment. The
high humidity level of the underground environment
has to be countered with very resistant control panels.
The acute electro-magnetic interferences in the stations
have required anti-jamming controllers. All system parts
have to adopt metal encapsulation to prevent damage

from animals attracted by the equipments' warmth.

DDS solution is based on a multi-site architecture.
Each station has its own station-system, including
software and SQL database. It communicates with the
host via Modbus TCP/IP, sending access and alarms
messages to host and executing the commands
originating from the control centre, such as door opening
in case of fire, switch between different management
modes... The control centre supervises the 28-stations
systems. It synchronises the 28 databases. It also issues
cards and authorisations for the entire installation.

DDS controllers offer built-in redundancy
and backup connectivity in the event
of communication failure.

DDS has won in the fierce
competition among numerous
powerful companies from
China and abroad. Being
recognised as leader of access
control and alarm monitoring
in China, as acclaimed by A&S

International magazine several

years running, greatly helped
trough the tough selection of
contractors.

The Chinese metro was adamant about the long term
reliability of the equipments. DDS' controllers offered
all the proofs of stability and long term profitability
through low maintenance cost. Furthermore the
professional customer service in China is the best
available.

"This is a very successful case', says Mr. Binyamin
Machado, co-founder of DDS, "'The system requirements
were extremely high and DDS has answered them with
a high quality customised solution, low maintenance
controllers and sound technical support.”
